us,” says Steve Kopelman, partner “We brought in over 5 semi truck loads of very scary scenes from Texas 
to create this story, and when we found Schnepf Farms it was a perfect location.” Says Kopleman. Chandler 
resident and co-partner Glenn Rea says: “We don’t want to take away from the quality experience that the 
Schnepf’s have created here at their family farm; we are just adding another aspect for families with older 

children,” says Rea.
