“Fresh Jazz” experience, she immediately said yes.” says Carrie Schnepf, organizer. 
“Tatum called Catlin, who probably knows more about this style of music than any one of 
us, to join her as her pianist and we hit the jackpot, it’s a new style of music that will 
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bring a new experience to music lovers in the town. 
“Fresh from the Farm Restaurant” opened one year ago and the patio wine bar 
opened a few months ago. “We have an incredible service-oriented staff, the quality of 
our food and the ambiance.” says Schnepf “So now its time to add the events that will 
make the memories.”  Schnepf says the Patio Wine bar doesn’t look like it belongs in 
Queen Creek it’s decorated with oversized stuffed patio furniture, mismatched tables and 
chairs and old farm signs that have been located around the farm. “It’s very eclectic, like 
a small quaint restaurant in the French countryside. We want guests to feel like they are in
